LOCAL RULES

(to be read in conjunction with the Rules of Golf)
OUT OF BOUNDS - (a) Those areas beyond the course boundary fences. (b) Those areas beyond any line of
white stakes with black tops. (c) Practice fairway when playing the 9th Hole.
GROUND UNDER REPAIR - (a) Those areas defined by white stakes and/or lines. (b) Except in a hazard, ruts
or wheel marks made by a mower, tractor or motor vehicle. Note: The stakes are immovable obstructions.
ORNAMENTAL TREES - If a tree or shrub which is identified with a plastic Yellow tag interferes with
a players stance or the area of intended swing relief MUST be taken in accordance with rule 24-2b(i)
(Immovable Obstructions).
HAZARDS - Water hazards are defined by yellow stakes and/or lines. Lateral water hazards are defined by
red stakes and/or lines. Note: The stakes are immovable obstructions.
BUNKERS - Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions - Rule 24-1 applies. Washouts caused by rain or
sprinklers are to be treated as G.U.R. The ball must be dropped at nearest point of relief in the bunker
(no penalty).
ROADS AND PATHS - Artificially surfaced roads and paths (includes gravel) are immovable obstructions.
Rule 24-2 applies. All other tracks and paths that are not predominantly artificially surfaced are integral
parts of the course from which relief may not be obtained without penalty.
PENALTY FOR BREACH OF LOCAL RULE - Match Play - Loss of hole, Stroke Play - Two Strokes.
ETIQUETTE - The lowest marker is responsible for etiquette in their group. They must ensure that their
group replaces divots, carry sand buckets, repair ball marks on the green and smooth out foot marks in the
bunkers. Any player throwing clubs or using foul language will be suspended from club activities for the
rest of the day.
MOBILE PHONES - Not permitted to be used in competition play.
GREEN STAFF - It is a condition of play that Greens Staff are afforded “Right of Way” at all times.
